B We will send the COE via email to successful applicants whose tuition fees payment has been
confirmed by the International Affairs Office, in the order of confirmation.

B The electronic version (PDF) of the 'COE' and 'Acceptance Letter' will be sent to the email
address that you registered on the web application page.

M In order to apply for the student visa, you must check the Japanese embassy or consulate
webpage to find the necessary documents since the process of requesting a visa varies from
country to country. Please ensure that all necessary steps are taken in accordance with your
country’s procedure.
